Community Capacity seeks to support community economic development projects that are incremental, address local needs and priorities and result in long-term benefits including job creation, economic diversification, and enhanced competitiveness.  Projects must demonstrate significant impact on the enhancement of the local business community and/or the community as a whole.  Applicants must demonstrate evidence of support from partners in the private sector, community organizations, Band Councils, and/or the provincial government. 

Eligible activities are to:

· be community-based and action-oriented 
· clearly demonstrate broad community support

· contribute to achievement of broad CAF objectives
· stimulate business and community development opportunities
· promote socio-economic development
· address local needs and priorities
· result in sustainable and measurable long term benefits of job creation, economic diversification, enhanced business and community competitiveness and sustainable, self-reliant communities for the local and/or regional economy.

Who Can Apply?

· Municipal governments(band council)

· not-for-profit organizations 

· aboriginal organizations and 

· groups of Band Council/not-for-profit/aboriginal organizations 

      Eligible Projects:
· may include innovative projects that:
· support technological enhancements;

· expand export and/or domestic markets;

· develop economic infrastructure;

· provide  training and/or the development of business skills;

· develop and/or maintain economic development networks;

· tourism marketing and product development; 

· activities in support of economic development.



Funding: TRCDC may support up to 100% of eligible project costs to a maximum of $150,000.  Partnerships and projects with leveraged funds, whether in kind or cash, will be given priority.
