Eligible Projects
Eligible Projects may include, but are not limited to: 

· Community-based economic development projects; 

· Research projects; 

· Marketing/promotional activities; 

· Tourism events; 

· Seminars/workshops; 

· Integration of technology into services; 

· Small-scale capital projects

Funding 
· Organizations can apply for up to $10,000

· All funds must be expended and projects completed by February 28, 2010
